A story on Lari’s presentation was published in the French 
Newspaper Le Monde, on the 9th of October, highlight-
ing HF’s eco-sustainable initiative; using local- traditional 
methods and materials like mud, lime and bamboo to build 
in rural areas of Pakistan. It spoke about the floods in Sindh 
and HF’s Community Based Disaster Risk Management 
programme, through which the communities then built 
eco-toilets, elevated smokeless stoves, as well as earthen 
platforms.
