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o The trainings were held in the afternoon, in front of the DRR centres with tents and chairs.

*  The women, men and children eagerly awaited the start of the DRR Training.

*  The training was conducted by Ar. Hina Zaidi and Ms. Sumaira, HF Social Mobilizer.

*  Sindhi was the preferred language, hence the training was conducted in Sindhi

*  Some women displayed great interest in the training, and were keen on learning how to keep their
community safe in times of disaster.

*  Most of the women in the village if not all were illiterate, belonging to agri-based households,
however, showed great interest when asked if they’'d like to learn to read and write or other skills.

*  Sweet meats and juices were distributed amongst the participants at the end of the assembly.
